While not every verse needs to be explicity memorized, repetitive reading
naturally leads to the internalization of Scripture. Phrases, concepts, and even
entire passages become embedded in our memory, making them readily
accessible for guidance, comfort, and spiritual warfare.

The person without the Spirit does not accept the
things that come from the Spirit of God but considers them
foolishness, as they cannot understand them since they are
discerned only through the Spirit."
